Challenges!
In a break from school it is often difficult to think of things for children to do to keep them busy. Of course they can play on X boxes, Playstations, i pads etc. but it is good to do a range of activities too.  It is especially important for children in the Language ARP to continue doing activities which can further develop the language skills they have worked on at school. 
Learning is much easier when doing and language is easier to remember when linked to an activity.
We’d like to give the children some ‘challenges’ to complete at home to encourage them to do different things.  They vary from ones that are easily carried out – such as drawing, reading or watching certain TV programmes to ones that take more time and effort e.g. planting seeds.
The child should choose their own challenges but you might like to chat about good challenges to choose with them beforehand. They could have a box or file where they can keep photos/drawings/tickets/leaflets etc.
We would really like you to take an active interest in the challenges your child is trying to complete, to talk about them and to help and support them as needed, as they need this adult input to help them learn new language. There are some blank spaces for you to write other challenges that your child has completed.
The children should return their ‘Challenges’ sheet on the first day back at school. Please also send any photos, tickets/brochures, things drawn or made. The completed challenges for each child will be used for a ‘Challenge display’.
